Tucker, owner, of Catskill Solar.  They explained how solar heating would benefit the proposed

Approval of Resolution #8 of 2013  - Amendment of 2009 Bond Resolution – Bookkeeper 

Maggie Reinmann explained the bond process and the need to have a new bond to expand the 

time for payments of the original bond and additional costs not covered by FEMA and SEMO.
